If your child is enrolled in less than 6 weeks of camp, a $50 deposit per camp is 
required. The remainder of the $175.00 camp cost ($125) is due at least one full week before 
each week of camp for Day Camps, and two full weeks before Specialty Camps along with a 
completed registration form. You will not be considered registered until your deposit and forms 
are received.
